This very popular trip includes a grilled dinner and 

touring the Picture Rocks National Lakeshore, with a 

maximum is 20 divers, so sign up ASAP.  Non-diving 

guests (including snorkelers) are invited as well, so sign up 

your family for this great opportunity.

"Shipwreck Tours" aboard the 55' long Fireball.  Fireball 
has an upper sun deck, two clean, comfortable roomy heads 

and two state of the art viewing wells for all passengers to 

see the shallow shipwrecks and unique underwater 

geological formations we will tour -- you may also see the 

divers!    This is the only place in the United States that 

you can see real shipwrecks aboard a Glass Bottom

    dinner, glass bottom and shoreline tour)
